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Common Ground’s new poster1 shows a glimpse of the rich range of local distinctiveness we stand to lose if we do not answer this call for help. Blandness and uniformity in town and country are the indicators of a deeper malaise as nature and culture struggle under habitat loss and careless development.

Common Ground Rules for Local Distinctiveness first appeared in 1992. This is a revised version, a different shape and with many new images, but the message remains the same. It is a call for local action – we need to work much harder to conserve the integrity of our culture and everyday places if they are to support us in difficult times.
The poster is an accompaniment to Common Ground’s new book ‘England in Particular: a celebration of the commonplace, the local, the vernacular and the distinctive’2 to be published by Hodder and Stoughton  on May 22nd. The book, like the poster, is arranged alphabetically, and covers nearly 600 subjects from alleys, allotments and apples to warrens, white horses, yews and zawns. It also contains hundreds of especially commissioned black and white illustrations, some of which are on this poster.
